Hi folks!

We have settled on the dates which are:  June 13  to June 29th  2002

Cost has dropped on airfare so price is $2,800. per person.  Saving you $500 each.

This includes airfare, transportation once in Kenya, all Lodging as planned in Kenya, meals provided to the group at Olmekenyu and all meals at the Safari Lodge, all safari fees are included such as park entrance fee, lodging, vehicles and fuel, guide etc.  Taxes and fees included in the ticket price are also covered.  Purchase of bottled water in bulk is included.  Small bottles of water, soft drinks, snacks etc, and any meals you purchase in a restaurant  are not included.  If you decide to spend the day in London all expenses such as train and bus fare and meals in London or at the airport are your own responsibility.  It is easy to get cash from a ATMs with your bank card in British pound currency at the airport and all over London.

Souvenirs, meals & drinks in airport or restaurants not included  -( you can pack small things to eat if you don't want to spend extra)
You may want to give some small tips - don't over do it - feel free to ask rather than create too high expectations for the next team. If additional airport exit or entrance fee is required - tax or duty fees not included in the ticket price that would be for each person to pay their own.
 All of the above other than souvenirs should be able to be kept under $100 if you really go on the cheap, others may spend a good bit more.  Most people take about $250 extra plus a credit card and emergency cash or travelers checks they don't plan to spend. 
You plan your own souvenir budget.

We don’t anticipate any unknown expenses other than what is listed so it is safe to assume this will be the total cost less the misc. things mentioned.  But just in case there are unexpected or unknown cost we could not anticipate it will be the groups responsibility to share those cost equally so that no one person has to cover the others.

Have lunch, visit a few places getting there by jumping on and off the tour busses, 

you already paid for.  Have dinner then catch the train back to the airport. 

Others who have seen London many times, 

may prefer to catch up on some sleep in the airport or hang around

close to the airport in the local town.  

Then off to Kenya that night departing at 10:25 PM - arrive in the morning, load up and off toward Olmekenyu, Stopping  just before leaving Nairobi to stock up on some supplies.  Stopping one time to overlook the Great Rift Valley and have a cold drink.  Then we move down into the rift valley and Northwestward to Narok where we will stop at the hospital briefly, possibly at the DC’s office and then on to Olmekenyu by early evening.

The next few days each team member will be working with one another sometimes as a whole group and other times in their smaller team groups and using their particular gifts and blessings they bring.  We will work on the details as we discover which individuals God is putting on this team and what they feel God is calling them to do, what talents they have and what the needs are.  

Some of the anticipated things we will be doing are:

Medical clinics
Seeing patients, making referrals and possibly helping with transportation for surgeries needed etc.

Possibly specialized surgeries in connection with nearest hospitals, 

depending on pre-planning based on specialty of physicians who go with us.

May do some mass, children medical screening & education  they don’t get.

Dental clinics
Mostly in the remote locations, mostly pulling teeth is what we can do.

Children’s ministries -  maybe a Vacation Bible School type ministry day or two.

Bible School
We have in the works a Pastor’s and Sunday School teacher’s Bible school.  We may start some of the first classes - seminar style 2  or 3 days per location.

There are always things that come up on site that we find we can help with.  Flexibility in our mission is more important than getting any one particular task done.  Sometimes the blessings are unseen and sometimes seen very clearly as a life is saved or a building completed.  Our goal is to go willing to serve, planning how we can and then going with the flow to let God determine the outcome and do in us and with us what He will do.  With this as our attitude there is no failure to accomplish the mission, because this is the mission.

Of course as with any team effort the most important thing is to be willing and wanting to do whatever is going to make the best trip for all as a team and for the people we are serving.  This means each person seeks out how to be a blessing to every other and puts every other person first and seeks to serve first and not to be served.  This is not a tourist trip you paid good money to go on.  No one has any right to be comfortable, eat like a king or sleep like a baby,  to run their own schedule to have their own way.  I expect you will have a great, incredible time, as a by-product of your sacrifice, but the purpose of this mission is again - to serve.  You paid, and others paid for you - gave as unto the Lord - for you to be a worker bee.  Everyone who goes with this attitude has a great time! Please only commit to be a part of this team if you see yourself as a humble servant of the team and the people we are serving.  

Included in this mission work trip is a treat for you.  In appreciation of your work and dedication during the main part of the trip, three of the last days will be spent taking you on a Safari.  There you will see what tourist pay incredible amounts of money to come see and do. (two or three times what you paid for your whole trip)  We have a great relationship with the local government and game warden of the Masi Mara, and the lodges who consider us residents.   We will be spending three nights in the Mara in very nice accommodations - lodges, where the food is great - terrific - incredible.  Each safari day will have it’s own sites, and there will also be plenty of rest and relaxation and even nap time to be had.  You will think of it as just a step away from heaven.  So the previous work days will have there reward.

About vaccinations:    Contact the Dekalb County Health Department - they have a great system laid out where you tell them where you are going and they have the shots lined up and ready that you need, that you haven’t already gotten.  You can look at the CDC website to see the info for yourself.

Dekalb health department seems to be cheap as any.  If you go elsewhere I suggest you ask prices and compare.

Not everyone chooses to get the shots and some people choose some not others.

You make your own decision.  No one I know ever suffered much from getting them.

I haven’t seen anyone sick who didn’t but that doesn’t mean it will not happen.

Mosquitoes are few but if you are going to take anti malaria pills, you start 1 week prior to the trip. One per week, so bring them with you.

The cost for shots is your own, not included.

You can go to the Emory Travel Center - a bit more expensive for the same shots but maybe you don’t mind for the convenience.   

Good idea!

Put together a one page letter with some of the trip info on it letting folks know what you are doing, send it out immediately and you will likely find many people are looking to support something like you are doing and especially since you are going they will offer to assist in small ways that adds up to a significant portion of your trip.  I am always surprised and pleased with how many people love to help a little.   Don’t put it off, just let folks know what you are doing and what the need is.  

They will not give if they don’t want to.

And thank you so, so much for your part in helping Gilbert and me in this work.

I hope you have the best of days this Christmas and New Years season.

Here is an update of what is going on with our Kenya mission:

The physical structure of the hospital is complete.  Walls were finished, tile floor put in, windows and doors installed, during and just after our last Christmas trip.  Alice our full time nurse is working out of the hospital and also continuing to train and work with our friends in distant hospitals to continue building those good relationships of helping one another and to further her skills.  There is also a traveling “well baby and maternity checkup” team of medical folks who are using our facility on a regular basis.  

We still have much finishing work to do in the hospital:  Shelving, cabinets, tables, benches - almost everything of this nature.   We are still looking for some to donate a large generator or raise money to purchase one (about $20,000.).   and we are still working on getting fresh water to the site. 

One of our great needs is to raising money to pay for hospital equipment and ship equipment we can get donated.  "Grace Church" off Pleasant Hill Road, took on the challenge to raise $10,000. for a container to send medical supplies.  They did it through much hard work.  The container sending organization is now having to charge $5,000 to cover their cost of operation of helping to get the donated equipment picked up, checked out and stored.  So we have a little more to do before we can start getting the container filled.  Who knows who could write a check to make this happen?

The next trip is June 13th.  Most will return June 29th   We will be doing medical and dental work, children's ministries and some light construction on the interior of the hospital. Helping to layout  and possibly put in the foundation of a physicians residence.  Possibly also the nurses residences.  On this upcoming June trip we will also be doing evangelism with the Jesus film and other means, and possibly hold the first classes in the Bible school we are soon to be starting.  

Since we hope to be building the physicians residence next year so we can get a full time doctor there on site.  This next trip in June we will be laying out the site and possibly putting in the foundation and slab for this residence, for those interested in helping to fund this part of the project we need to send money down in advance to have materials ready for us when we arrive.

Another larger item we really need to have a doctor and this hospital fully under way serving these 50,000+ people is something like a Toyota Land Cruiser to use for the doctor and for an ambulance.  What a dream come true if someone took on that as a project to work towards over this next year.  (New $60,000.  / used who knows)   None of us can take on major things like this alone, but get a Sunday School class, a small church or a group of friends or group of business men and women together to do something like this as a group and it is amazing what you can do.  I hope some of you may consider organizing your own little group to work together to accomplish one of these larger tasks.  Thanks to so many of you for the ministry here and there that God lays on your heart to work together doing.   You are such a blessing to me and to so many others!  

We have established our “not for profit” organization called KMO (Kenya Medical Outreach Inc.) so any donations given can be made out to “KMO” and if you are working toward a particular item such as the generator or Land Cruiser or the remainder of the container - just send a note so we are sure to keep you informed on where we are with that specific goal.
