Our private dental group practice is a longtime customer of your company and now in need of your help. As the owner of both Stone Mountain Dental Group and now Suwanee Dental Care, I am appealing to you for support of our very worthy charity.

I am the organizer and director of the Dental Division of Kenya Medical Outreach, Inc. (KMO), a non-profit missions organization organized in 2000. KMO built a hospital clinic building in a remote village near Narok, Kenya last year. My charge is to make one room of the hospital clinic a dental clinic for the use of visiting mission dentists from North America and local Kenyan dentists that we fund in the future.
